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Dynamic Assessment focuses on how best to develop the cognitive and neurodevelopmental processes students 
need to construct knowledge, achieve academic standards and learn how to learn. It uses an interactive format that 
enables educators and school psychologists to more precisely identify and address the causes of learning difficulties for 
students with both general and special education needs. For English language learners the dynamic approach enables 
educators to address process learning needs while language proficiency is acquired. For students with special education 
needs dynamic assessment enables educators to identify learning needs more precisely along with strategies to address 
them. Program participants will learn how to use dynamic assessment tools to implement a comprehensive process-based 
responsiveness-to-intervention (RTI) approach in both general and special education classrooms. 
 
Mediated Learning develops the knowledge construction functions (KCF) children need to achieve academic 
standards and learn how to learn while promoting identity and belonging within their family, culture and community. 
Implemented on a systems basis, Mediated Learning enables school leaders to oversee resource allocation and student 
progress based on the development of children’s KCF. In the classroom, educators use the curriculum not only to 
achieve high academic standards but also to develop the cognitive and neuropsychological processes students need to 
assemble and use knowledge. In the home, parents learn to use daily life events within the family’s cultural heritage to 
nourish the development of their children’s KCF. For children with special learning needs, school psychologists, 
counselors and teachers conduct dynamic assessment to support and guide the development of KCF in the classroom 
and home. In the course of this training participants will receive an overview of the MindLadder family of programs. 
This includes an overview also of the Parent-as-Mediator program. The MindLadder programs enable schools to use 
Mediated Learning programs in support of classroom learning, assessment, parent-education and school-community 
development.
